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The Sewer and Streets Committee of the City Council for the City of Junction City met on 
Monday, June 1st, 2015, at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall, 680 Greenwood 
Street, Junction City, Oregon.   
  
PRESENT WERE:  Councilors Randy Nelson, Councilor Herb Christensen, Jim Leach, and 
Public Works Director Gary Kaping. 
 
ABSENT WERE: None. 
 
I.         CALL TO ORDER 

 
Councilor Randy Nelson called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm 

 
II. CHANGES TO THE AGENDA 
 
  There were no changes to the agenda.   
 
III.       APPROVAL OF MINUTES – May 4th, 2015 
 

The consensus of the Committee was to approve the minutes.  
  
IV.  VISTA DALE SUBDIVISION 
 

Director Kaping stated that at the last Committee meeting he was asked to bring 
back what he could find regarding the City Attorney’s recommendations on how to move 
forward with creating a LID for Vista Dale. Director Kaping informed the Committee that 
he has included everything that he could find on Vista Dale in tonight’s packet. Director 
Kaping then asked the Committee how they could like him to proceed. Discussion 
followed. 

Councilor Nelson suggested making a decision and sending it to Council. 
Discussion followed.  

Council Christensen suggested sending only the water portion to Council right 
now.  

Councilor Nelson suggested sending the whole Vista Dale project to Council and 
see where the project ends up.  Discussion followed. 

Mayor Cahill recommended that the City update the Ordinance that City Attorney 
Connelly advised should be updated before setting forth with the process. Discussion 
followed. 

 
ACTION: The consensus of the Committee was for Director Kaping to update the needed 
Ordinance and bring it back to the next Committee meeting for review. 
 
V. 17TH AVENUE SEWERLINE PROJECT PAY REQUEST 
 

H&J Construction is requesting $38,667.50 for the work done on the 17th Street 
sewer line project. Director Kaping stated that the project came in over budget because 
there was more paving needed than originally anticipated. Discussion followed. 
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ACTION: The consensus of the Committee was to forward the pay request to the Council with 
the recommendation to approve. 
 
 
VI. 6TH STREET ADA RAMPS 

 
Director Kaping informed the Committee that the 6th Street ADA Project was 

approved in this year’s budget. There is also money in next year’s budget to continue 
with the project. Director Kaping continued on to state that this project is similar to what 
was done on 10th Avenue. 

Director Kaping reviewed the bids for the tree removals and the installation of 
ADA ramps with the Committee. Also included in the packet was a letter from an 
arborist stating the concerns with the tree located at 6th and Kalmia. Discussion followed 
on Director Kaping working with the property owner to have the tree removed.  

Director Kaping then spoke about two types of ADA ramps: standard ADA ramps 
and bulbout ADA ramps. He noted that bulbout ramps are more aesthetically pleasing 
and promote traffic control but they are more expensive. He then asked the Committee 
which style they would like to see installed, noting that whichever one that they choose 
would be the uniform ADA ramp for the City. Discussion followed on which type of ramp 
to choose.  

 
ACTION: The consensus of the Committee was to stay with the standard ADA ramp and not to 
do bulbout ramps. 
 
VII. PRETREATMENT ORDINANCE 
 

Director Kaping stated that the Pretreatment ordinance is currently being 
reviewed by both the City Administrator and himself. He then handed out the document 
and asked the Committee to review it stating that this is the newest version of the 
Pretreatment ordinance. 

 
 
VIII. AGENDA FORECASTER REVIEW 
 

Director Kaping reviewed the agenda forecaster with the Committee. He noted 
that the 17th Street project has been marked as complete, the 6th street ADA ramps 
project has been added, and the dates for Vista Dale and the pretreatment ordinance 
have been updated. 

 
 
IX. OTHER BUSINESS 

 
Director Kaping spoke about accepting the Public Works Director position. He 

noted that he will be posting the Superintendent position in house. He informed the 
Committee that he believes that there are people in house that will apply. If one gets the 
position he would like to hold off hiring to replace their position until the new fiscal year 
begins. This would allow the new full time employee and the Utility Worker I position to 
be posted at the same time and be hired out of the same pool of applicants.  
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X. ADJOURNMENT
