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The Public Safety Committee for the City of Junction City met at 6:30 P.M. on Tuesday, 
May 21, 2019, in City Hall, 680 Greenwood Street, Junction City, Oregon.   

PRESENT WERE: City Councilors, Rob Stott (Chair), Bill DiMarco, and Andrea Ceniga; Police 
Chief, Bob Morris; 

ABSENT: None 

1. CALL TO ORDER 

Chair Stott called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  

2. CHANGES TO THE AGENDA 

Chief Morris requested the contract with the City of Monroe be added to the agenda. 

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

● April 2019 

Consensus:  By the consensus of the Public Safety Committee, the April 16, 2019 
minutes were approved as written. 

4. UNIVERSITY OF OREGON CONTRACT UPDATE 

Chief Morris reported the contract was forthcoming.  

5. CITY OF MONROE CONTRACT 

Chief Morris noted the City of Monroe City Council unanimously voted to continue the 
contract. Contract verbiage was the same as the current contract. 

Consensus: Consensus of the Committee was to move the item forward to the Council.   

6. JUNCTION CITY RURAL FIRE DISTRICT CONTRACT 

Chief Morris stated the agenda item went before the Public Safety Committee at their 
April meeting.  

Consensus: Consensus of the Committee was to move the item forward to the Council.  

7. CITY OF COBURG CONTRACT 

The City of Coburg contract had been discussed at a previous meeting by the 
Committee. 

Consensus: Consensus of the Committee was to move the item forward to the Council.  
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8. BUDGET COMMITTEE REQUEST FOR STAFFING DISCUSSION 

Chair Stott summarized opened the discussion which included the following points: 

 A sixth dispatcher was less expensive than overtime pay for five 
dispatchers and offered more reliability than part-time employees who 
may or may not be available to work additional hours.  

 A point of clarification was made that the department had seven 
dispatchers at present with the University of Oregon contract, without that 
contract the number would drop to five.  

 Agreement was voiced that there was potential for fatigue in overtime 
situations which was not optimal for public safety.  

Consensus: Consensus of the Committee was to move the item forward to the Council 
for further discussion.  

9. STREET PARKING ORDINANCE REVIEW 

Chief Morris stated the current parking code allowed for up to 72-hour parking  on public 
streets. It did not address towing of vehicles in violation. Thus, it was necessary to rely 
upon Oregon Revised Statute which allowed the owner 10 days to move their vehicle. 
Municipal Code could be more restrictive than State law but not less restrictive. As the 
code was written, vehicle owners could move their car a millimeter and satisfy the Code 
and reset the ‘72-hour clock’.  

Consensus: Consensus of the Committee was to continue the discussion  and  explore 
options to the current situation.  

10. AGENDA FORECASTER REVIEW 

The Committee reviewed the agenda forecaster. Street parking code review was added 
to the agenda forecaster. 

11. Adjournment 

As there was no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:09 p.m.

18, 2019 at 6:30 p.m.
