. CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Dale Rowe called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Il CHANGES TO THE AGENDA
There were no changes to the agenda.
lll. APPROVAL OF MINUTES - May 4, 2020
The consensus of the Committee was to approve the minutes as written.
IV. ENGINEERING CONTRACT RENEWAL

Director Gary Kaping stated that HBH Engineering’s annual contract
expires in August. With the Wastewater Treatment Plant getting closer, and HBH
being a part of the prework and discussions for it, Director Kaping is
recommending to the Committee that the City renew HBH Engineering’s contract
for one year. Discussion followed.

ACTION: The consensus of the Committee was to forward the contract to the Council
with the recommendation to renew.

V. RATEPAYERS ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

Director Kaping began a discussion with the Committee on the possibility
of creating a ratepayer’s assistance program as directed by the Council. The last
program was removed in 2016 and it was only applied to the sewer base rate.
Discussion followed.

ACTION: The consensus of the Committee was for Director Kaping to gather
information on what other local cities are doing, he will then present those findings at
the July work session.
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VI.  UTILITY BILLING UPDATE

Director Kaping gave the Committee an update on past due accounts and
asked the Committee for direction. Discussion followed on possible timelines to
remind customers of their obligation to pay their bills, past due notices, and
service disconnections.

City Administrator Knope would like to see a Rate Payer’s Assistance
program in place before reinstating past dues and service disconnections.

ACTION: The consensus of the Committee was to discuss this topic at the July Council
work session.

VIl. AGENDA FORECASTER REVIEW

Director Kaping moved today’s agenda items to current business and the
zone of benefit discussion to pending business.

Vill. OTHER BUSINESS
Councilor Rowe asked if the Committee wanted to continue remote
meetings or return to live meetings.
Administrator Knope responded that the Governor’s office has not
changed their stance on meetings and that they needed to stay remote.
