REQUEST

On April 20, 2022, the Junction City Planning Commission voted unanimously (7:0:0) to initiate a
Comprehensive Plan Map Amendment and Rezone application for several city owned
properties (Attachment 1.2). The properties included in the application (Attachment 1.2) are
listed in Table 1 below. The properties are currently designated Commercial (C) in the
Comprehensive Plan and are within the Central Commercial (C2) and General Commercial (GC)
Zoning Districts (Attachments 1.3 & 1.4). The proposed amendment and rezone would
redesignate the subject properties to Public (PL) and rezone to Public Land (PL) within the City
Limits of Junction City.

BACKGROUND & CONTEXT
As part of a recent inventory of City owned properties, Planning staff reviewed the Junction City

Plan designations and zoning of several City owned properties. This process identified several City
owned properties which are not designated as Public, nor zoned Public Land. Instead, the
properties have a current Plan designation of Commercial (C) and are currently zoned Commercial
(C2 or GC). These subject properties are listed in Table 1 below.

City staff agree, these City owned properties, listed in Table 1, should have a Plan designation
of Public (PL) and zoning classification of Public Land (PL). This is apparent upon review of the
introductory statement within the “Purpose” statement in the Junction City Municipal Code
under Public Land:

Ch 17.70 Public Land’s Zone (PL)

17.70.010 Purpose.

The purpose of the public land zone is to identify and protect public facilities which serve a

community educational, recreational, social service or government function including:

A. Public Schools.

B. Public nonprofit social service, community, or recreational facilities.

C. Government structures such as city offices, fire station, library, post office and public parks.

D. Public utilities including wells, water storage tanks, sanitary sewer pump stations, and

power substations.
E. Other similar uses deemed appropriate by planning commission.

Staff note, most of the City owned properties are already developed and contain Junction City
municipal uses such as the city library, old water tower, City Hall, Police Station, and the Community
Center (see aerial imagery Attachment 1.5). Some of the properties contain developed and existing
parking areas or lots as indicated in Table 1 below. The uses on these properties (detailed in Table
1), appear to largely correspond to the purpose statement uses in JCMC 17.70.010 in that these are
government, or public utility uses on existing City owned properties. Therefore, staff agree it makes
sense to re-zone these properties in conformance to the Public Land (PL) zone under this public
process and land-use application request.
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On April 20, 2022, the Junction City Planning Commission discussed this item on their agenda
(Attachment 1.1). The Planning Commissioners voted (7:0:0) to initiate an application to
redesignate and rezone the City owned properties. As such, the application request is a “map”
change as opposed to a “text” change to the Junction City Comprehensive Plan.

Therefore, the City has prepared an application (Attachment 1.2) and requested the contracted
planning staff at Lane Council of Governments (LCOG) conduct research, author the staff report,
and draft findings for the City’s application request.

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PLANNING COMMISSION PUBLIC HEARING SUMMARY

Notice of the Planning Commission public hearing was posted at City Hall and mailed to
property owners and residents within 300-feet of the subject sites on May 24, 2022 and
published in the Register Guard Newspaper on May 29, 2022. The Planning Commission public
hearing was held on June 15, 2022. No testimony in opposition to the proposal was offered.

After the public record and hearing were closed, the Planning Commission entered
deliberations and made a motion to recommend, to the City Council, approval of the
amendments to the Comprehensive Plan and Zoning maps. Planning commission recommended
that a Comprehensive Plan Designation of Public and a zoning of Public Land be applied to the
subject city-owned properties.

PUBLIC NOTICE
The following are the actions taken for public notice on this land-use application request:

e Staff sent the required notice on May 5, 2022, to the Department of Land Conservation
and Development at least 35 days prior to the first evidentiary hearing (DLCD File No.
002-22, Attachment 1.6).

e Staff published notice in the Register Guard on June 24, 2022 (Attachment 1.7).

e Staff sent referrals to affected agencies and City departments on May 19, 2022. Junction
City Public Works, Building Department and Police Department as well as Comcast
responded they had no comments (Attachment 1.8).

e Staff mailed notice to properties within 300-feet of the subject properties on June 16, 2022
(Attachment 1.9). No comments have been received as of the writing of this staff report.

e Staff composed a Ballot Measure 56 Notice and marked it received by the City (property
owner) on May 11, 2022, pursuant to Oregon Revised Statutes 227-186 (Attachment 1.10).

FINDINGS
As noted previously in this report, the Junction City Planning Commission voted to initiate this land-

use application at their April 20, 202,2 meeting. Staff prepared an application for Comprehensive
Plan Amendment and concurrent Zone Change (Attachment 1.2) for the subject City owned
properties, to change the designation and zoning from Commercial (C) to Public Land (PL). The
proposal must be in compliance with the adopted Comprehensive Plan, applicable Oregon
Statewide Planning Goals, and the City’s Economic Opportunities Analysis. This information is being
presented to the City Council for review with the following findings.

JUNCTION CITY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

AUTHORIZATION TO INITIATE AMENDMENTS TO COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

The Junction City Comprehensive Plan states, “Specific applications for changes in land
use designation will occur in a timely, expeditious manner through the public hearing
process” (page 6). It goes on to say, the Comprehensive Plan Committee may initiate
amendments deemed necessary for the continued usefulness of the plan. In this case,
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the amendment was initiated by the city (Planning Commission during the April 20,
2022, meeting) and meets these criteria.

APPLICABLE STATEWIDE PLANNING GOALS
Local Comprehensive Plans and amendments must be consistent with the applicable

Statewide Planning Goals:

Goal 1, Citizen Involvement

Goal 1 calls for “the opportunity for citizens to be involved in all phases of the planning
process.” It requires each city and county to have a process that allows for public
participation, two-way communication, and mechanism for feedback for decision-
makers and staff to responded to public input.

The Junction City Planning Commission was previously involved and voted to initiate this
land-use application for public review and possible adoption during their public meeting
held on April 20, 2022.

As part of this application process staff conducted the following actions in support of
Goal 1: Notices were sent to Department of Land Conservation and Development;
surrounding property owners; applicable agencies; and published notice in the Register
Guard newspaper. As of the date of this staff report, staff have received no comments.
Furthermore, this application will be presented in a public hearing with the Junction City
Planning Commission and a separate public hearing with the City Council. Citizens will
have opportunity to provide verbal comments and submit written testimony for each of
these public hearings. In addition, the application materials and Staff Report (with
attachments) are also published on the City of Junction City website at link: _ - Planning
Department - Junction City (junctioncityoregon.gov) for anyone to access and review a
week prior to the public hearings. Based upon this information, staff concludes the

application meets Goal 1 guidelines.

Goal 2, Land Use Planning

Goal 2 requires each local government to have a Comprehensive Plan and Land Use
regulations. Junction City’s Comprehensive Plan was amended and adopted under
Ordinance No. 1212 (September 18, 2012). Junction City’s Comprehensive Plan includes
polices, goals, and objectives regarding land-use in the City. It also contains functional
plans such as the Transportation System Plan, Refinements plans, and background
documents (Commercial Inventory) also addressed in these findings for consistency.
The Junction City zoning code (Title 17) was originally adopted under Ordinance No. 950
(April 10, 1991). Based upon this information and the findings made in the staff report,
staff concludes the application meets Goal 2.
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Goal 8, Recreational Needs

Goal 8 requires local governments to plan for the recreation needs of their residents
and visitors. The goal places priority on non-motorized forms of recreation, and
recreation areas that serve high-density populations with limited transportation options
and limited financial resources. It also places priority on recreation areas that are free or
available at a low cost to the public.

One particular property in this application, Founders’ Park (subject property, Table 1) is an
existing park area. Re-zoning the property from Commercial zone to Public Land is
consistent with the zoning regulations under JCMC 17.70.010, Purpose, and is a
reasonable conclusion. The existing park is accessible via non-motorized form, it is located
near the downtown area of Junction City, and there is no fee to access this city park.
Therefore, based upon this information, staff concludes the application meets Goal 8.

Goal 9, Economic Development

The purpose of Goal 9 planning is to ensure cities and counties have enough land
available to realize economic growth and development opportunities. To be ready for
these opportunities, local governments perform Economic Opportunity analyses.
Junction City approved a background document, the Commercial and Industrial
Buildable Lands Inventory & Economic Opportunities Analysis adopted in June 2012
(Appendix F. of the JC Comprehensive Plan).

Per staff review of the Junction City Comprehensive Plan Economic element and the
Commercial sections in the Buildable Lands Inventory, staff does not see how this
proposal is inconsistent with those provisions and documents. Results derived from the
Buildable Lands inventory (pg. 30) indicates that the Employment Land Need and Supply
Comparison for unmet commercial needs was planned for two goals:

1) Expansion of the Urban Growth Boundary for 35 suitable vacant acres to meet
the identified need for sub-regional commercial sites, and

2) Through a combination of Urban Growth Boundary (UGB) expansion and
redevelopment of development land within the existing UGB.

Staff understands these Commercial, zone-centered goals are intended to make way for
larger commercially zoned areas of vacant land. The properties in this zone change
application generally contain existing public facility buildings/uses and are not commercial
uses. Hence, this application request to rezone these City owned properties to Public Land
zoning. The total acreage of the proposal is approximately 2.5 acres of land. Therefore,
re-zoning these Commercial zoned lands to Public Land (PL) zone is not inconsistent with
the results in the Buildable Lands inventory and appears to meet Goal 9.
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Goal 11, Public Facilities & Services

Public facilities include water and sewer services, recreation facilities, and services
provided by the local government. Within a UGB, public facilities should be in greater
supply areas planned for higher densities with available levels of services in the city.

Staff agree rezoning these commercially zoned lands to Public Land (PL) zone is a logical
move and consistent with the purpose of the Public Land zone (per JCMC Ch. 17.70.010 -
Purpose section) which serve the community educational, recreational, and
governmental function. The zone change is consistent with Goal 11.

Goal 14, Urbanization

Comprehensive Plans provide for more livable, walkable, and densely built communities.
Junction City’s Buildable Lands Inventory provides pieces of information a local
government takes into account, which is part of the Comprehensive Plan. Again, the
purpose of the zone change is to rezone these city owned properties to Public Land
where the land contains existing Public Land uses (Government, Library, Police Station,
etc.). The zone change is consistent with Goal 14.

CONCLUSION AND STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Based upon the initial direction from Junction City staff and the Planning Commission,
submitted application materials, and findings of fact the application complies with applicable

criteria as set forth in the Junction City Municipal Code and other applicable criteria. Therefore,
staff recommends approval of the application to the City Council.
