They will be
emptied by the garbage crew
and the customer will be
billed for a 3 can service
dump.

e No glassin the blue recycle
cart. Glass only in the yellow
bin.

e Place blue recycle and gray
yard debris cart 5 feet from
green garbage cart and
mailboxes.

e Place yellow glass bin 3 feet
from the blue recycle cart.

e Place carts 10 feet away from
parked cars, trees, utility
poles & basketball hoops.
Residents in cul-de-sacs
please place carts 3 feet into
the cul-de-sac away from
cars.

e Carts must be no more than 3
feet from curb or street.

e The arrow on the lid of the
carts needs to point towards
the street.

e The lid must shut.
