
































Condition of Approval #5 : Prior to earth-moving activities on lots requiring fill, the 
applicant shall submit engineering plans for the placement of fill to the City Engineer, or 
his or her designee, for review and approval. 
Phase 1 engineering plans were approved by the City Public Works Department prior to 
grading; therefore, condition is met. 

Condition of Approval #6: Prior to final plat approval, the applicant shall submit the final 
plat, for review by the Planning Commission, as part of a TYPE I final plat review 
process, plans that establish finished floor elevations for all buildings, associated with 
Phase 1, in accordance with the elevations established by the City of Junction City. 
Condition is being met by this application with Final Subdivision Plat to be presented to 
the Planning Commission. 

Condition of Approval #7: Prior to final plat approval, the applicant shall present evidence 
sufficient to Planning Commission, that all accesses to utilities are brought to finished grade so 
that lids and risers are at finished grade. 
Condition is being met by the construction of Phase 1, Rolling Meadows Subdivision. 

Condition of Approval #8: Creation of the Homeowners Association documents shall be 
created and recorded at the same time as recordation of the final plat of each Phase. 
Condition has been met and Homeowners Association documents will be recorded at the 
same time as the final plat. 

Condition of Approval #9: Prior to final plat approval, applicant shall obtain a sign permit for 
the entry sign associated with Phase 1 subdivision development. Entry sign shall be in place by 
time of final plat approval for Phase 1 of the subdivision. 
Sign permit and construction of the entry sign will be bonded with the City to meet this 
condition. 

Condition of Approval #10: Prior to earth-moving activities for lots 7,8 and 18, the applicant 
shall receive concurrence from DSL on an approved wetland delineation and obtain all 
necessary wetland development permits. 
Condition has been met. Wetland Delineation (WD#2020-0484 attached) provides evidence 
and concurrence from Department of State Lands that lots 7, 8, and 18 are no longer 
impacted by any jurisdictional wetlands. 

Condition of Approval #11: Entry Sign for Phase 1 of the subdivision is to be in-place before 
final plat approval of Phase 1 of the subdivision. 
Sign permit and construction of the entry sign will be bonded with the City to meet this 
condition. 





Condition of Approval #12: Prior to final plat approval, Parks and Open Space related to 
Phase 1 subdivision development shall be fully completed. 
Parks and Open Space related to Phase 1 subdivision development will be bonded with the 
City to meet this condition. 

Condition of Approval #13: The applicant shall comply with the recommendations of the 
Lane County Surveyor's Office, dated September 16, 2020. The Comments from the 
Surveyor's Office is included in this staff report as Attachment N. (Attached) 
Condition has been met. The DSL Wetland Delineation dated March 25, 2021, WD#2020-
0484 and U.S. Army Crops of Engineers letter dated April 28, 2021, Corps No: NWP-2020-359 
confirm there are no jurisdictional wetlands within Phase 1. (Both DSL and USCOE Letters
